Learning Objectives 
1. Students will be able to experiment with a variety of artistic materials and techniques.
2. Students will be able to reflect on strategies for collaboratively approaching art.
3. Students will be able to convey community messages through a work of art.
4. Students will be able to look critically and respectfully at the artwork of others.
	Anticipatory Set: Students will be provided with iPads or use their phones to explore an app that provides GPS location of murals in major cities across the U.S. “Street Art”-app. Students will be asked to explore the murals, choose a few favorites, and describe the message conveyed. 

	Big Idea: How might people use art to help solve problems, show support or address an important issue in their community? 

	Essential Question:  
Why might a mural be a particularly good genre for expressing an activist message? What kinds of benefits might come from creating a community mural?

	Objective/Purpose: 
Students will be able to collaboratively create art that conveys a meaningful theme addressing social change. Students will also be able to understand and apply several Elements of Art: Color –monochromatic, Line, & Shape. The group will complete a class mural through creation of individual pieces to be connected. 

	Model: The teacher will facilitate class discussion on murals through use of the “Street Art” app and an Art History lesson on Mural genre. A lesson on creating monochromatic paintings will be demonstrated by the teacher using acrylic and mix-media paper.  

	Check for Understanding: 
Students will complete several worksheets through the lesson including an Art History check and Elements of Art vocabulary check. Students will also complete an assessment worksheet. 


Step by Step Instruction of Lesson

	Instructional Strategies 
(Days dependent on instructional time)
	Activities


	Day 1
First-Anticipatory set: Using “Street Art” app: Students will be asked to explore the murals, choose a few favorites, and describe the message conveyed.
Second-Tell students that the class is going to work together to create a community artwork. Then brainstorm ideas about one that would reflect ideas and important elements in their community. Review materials you might use to create your mural. Group students and ask each group to create a mural concept based on theme: “Plastics harming environment” (our example) Remember that working with others to create a work of art can be fun and challenging when not everyone agrees with the ideas. Talk about and set rules for working together if they are not already established within the classroom. 
Third- Present constraints for project- Elements of Art to be addressed: Line, Shape, Form, Color- monochromatic. Teacher will define and provide one example. Then ask students to revisit app. and look for examples of murals that address these elements.

Finally- Ask each student create a design concept to be voted on with in the group.

	Day 1
First-Anticipatory set: Explore “Street Art” app and look through several works. Choose a few favorites and think about what the message is as the viewer. 
Second- Work in assigned groups to think about community/social issues needing to be addressed. Discuss ideas with the class. Vote on class theme/social issue to be used.
 Third- Students will review murals with in app to identify works that address social issues and constraints for mural project. 
Finally- Students will use pencil to create and design their own mural idea. 

	Day 2 (optional block period)
First- Teacher will give lesson on the history of murals using images via Powerpoint. (Make sure to point out murals that apply monochromatic areas.)
Second- Teacher will review Elements of Art and use a Color worksheet to review monochromatic painting techniques. (Tints and shades of one hue) Remember to include different pigments in the same hue is still monochromatic. 
Teacher will demonstrate use of different types of brushes to create line, shape and form.
Finally- At the end of this day have each group submit their chosen outline sketch/concept. (one per group)

	Day 2
First- Students will follow Art History lesson with notes.

Second- Students will complete monochromatic worksheet using different types of brushes. 
Finally- students will work individually then in groups to create one sketch to submit for class review/vote

	Day 3  
First- Teacher will facilitate class vote of collaborative mural to be completed. 

Second- Teacher will explain how to grid sketch for mural project. (use projector if possible)
Teacher will facilitate sketch of chosen work on larger gridded piece. (Pre grid pieces for 1 to 2 per student) 

Finally- Teacher will show examples and remind students that each section is to be both uniquely theirs and part of a larger work.
	Day 3  
First- Students will vote on which design will be used to create the class mural.

Second- Students will sketch mural on larger pre-gridded mixed-media paper. Students will choose which sections they will work on to create a unique piece that becomes a larger work.

	Day 4-7 

Teacher will facilitate student work on individual pieces.
Each piece should address: Line, Shape, Form, and Color- monochromatic emphasis.
	Day 4-7 
Students will create work that is both part of the collective and uniquely theirs using paint.
Students will use Color – monochromatic, Line, Shape, Form and text(optional) to create their work. 

	Day 8 

Teacher will facilitate student work on individual pieces to be combined using tape or poster tack. 

Each piece should address: Line, Shape, Form, and Color- monochromatic emphasis.
Teacher will facilitate written assessment and class discussion.
	Day 8 
Students will create work that is both part of the collective and uniquely theirs. 

Students will work together to piece final project together using tape or poster tack. 
Students will complete written assessment of project followed by class discussion.  


	Critique/Discussion: (What method of review and evaluation will be used to complete the lesson?): An assessment worksheet will be given to the students in addition to class critique of the final project put together on the wall. Open discussion questions: What makes a mural a unique type of art? What was it like to work as a community on this project? What skills helped us to work together to communicate this message?
